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On Friday, September 25, Mr. Chart Korbjitti came to our campus to deliver a literary 
seminar on his novel, The Judgment (1981), which is read in both English and Thai 

as part of our High School English curriculum. Although Khun Chart can speak English, he 
prefers to speak in Thai, so several students translated for him while he spoke.

Khun Chart addressed several questions from students about what inspired him to write 
this novel and what motivated him to write in the first place. He said the inspiration for 
The Judgment came from personal experience where he cast judgment upon someone 
else without realizing that person’s situation. When he came to this realization, Khun Chart 
felt terribly guilty and wanted this novel to serve as a reminder to everybody to avoid his 
mistake. This is something that we all tend to do from time to time, so his message is 
universal.

There are several other books by Khun Chart that the school is also using. They are his 
latest novel, Time, and another earlier novella called No Way Out. Both provide critical 
insight into Thai society and say as much about all people as they do any one particular 
culture. Both have also been translated into English.
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
